http://www.bceohrn.ca/2010+Research+Educational+Events) and will allocate a number of Research Capacity Development grants to such projects. However, this remains an open call so applications on all eligible environmental and occupational health research capacity development projects are invited. 
· Only one call for proposals will be made in 2009.

· Note that all projects must be completed by March 31, 2010, the end date for funding of BCEOHRN. No extensions to this deadline can be granted.
Purpose:

The BC Environmental and Occupational Health Research Network (BCEOHRN) was established in 2005 by the Michael Smith Foundation for Health Research to increase the capacity for and success of British Columbia environmental and occupational health researchers. Our Research Capacity Development Grants have two purposes:

1. To help new researchers (which includes post-secondary students) develop nationally competitive research proposals

2. To help develop new research teams that will be able to successfully compete for research funds at the national and international level.

For the purpose of this grant, a new researcher is defined as a person actively involved in environmental or occupational health research that has not successfully competed for SSHRC, CIHR, or NSERC proposals on which they were the primary investigator. Successful applicants will be required to report to the BCEOHRN as to the success of the fund’s allocation with respect to increasing research capacity or securing additional research support within one year of receiving the funds.

Eligibility:

Applicants must demonstrate that research is a major component of their work activities and that their research will be conducted in a British Columbia institution or location.  Applicants’ research must be overseen by appropriate ethics committees for use of humans or animals in research if this is relevant to the proposed project. 

Amount of Awards 2009:

Awards of up to $10,000 each. This program is designed to facilitate research development rather than support investigation activities. Funds can be used to help prepare proposals and teams including travel for team members to attend planning sessions, salary for research assistants, support for proof-of-concept projects or other expenses that can be justified to meet the fund’s purposes. The grant will not support equipment purchases.

Selection Criteria:

· Projects must be multi-institutional.
· There must be a new investigator or post-secondary student who is playing a principal role in the project as part of any team.

· There must be a clear rationale of how this project will increase capacity in environmental or occupational health in BC including what new synergies will be created by linking researchers or developing a critical mass of expertise.

· There must be opportunities for training included in the project.

Note: Applications should not exceed the page limits noted in each section. Please use a readable font, no smaller than 10 point. Include a 2 page CV for all involved parties. CVs in any version of the Common CV format may also be used.
